Formatting Guidelines

e Font and size of main text and footnote: Times

New Roman, 12 point for main text, and Times
New Roman, 10 point for footnotes.

e Size and alignment: A4 Size with 1T Inch Margin;
all text except headings should be justified.

e Footnoting: The participant has to adopt the
OSCOLA [4th ed.] format of citation uniformly
throughout the document.

e Spacing: Submission should be 15 spaced
(except footnotes which may be single-spaced).

e Word |limit: The word limit for the submission is
2000 - 3000 words (excluding footnotes).

e Plagiarism: Any submission found to be
plagiarised beyond 25% shall be disqualified.

e Anonymity: Participant shall not include his/her

name in the submission’s text in any form.

e Co-Authorship: Co-authorship, up to two
authors, is allowed.

e Submissions shall be made in MS-Word
format (.doc/.docx) only.
